Executive Summary

Saint Peter's mission statement is: We shall love the Lord our God with all our
hearts, and with all our soul, and with all our mind, and with all out strength. We
shall love our neighbor as ourselves.

Saint Peter's mission statement was the umbrella under which the Expansion
Committee operated. The purpose of the commitiee was providing ideas and
methods to the Vestry for the short and long-term use of the church. The
concepts that have been developed are meant to assist the Vestry in meeting
church space and building goals.

A compilation of material and ideas will lead to the development of the
architectural requirements for building expansion. The architectural findings will
establish functional and financial considerations for the building ideas.

The Expansion committee has provided an historical overview of the Saint
Peter's building and its' renovations from the beginning in 1867.

The Expansion Committee explored; upgrading the current facility, including
mechanical systems, correction of all fire, life safety deficiencies and construction
of multi-purpose room to provide usage options that are not currently available.
The Committee considered the pre-school and whether it could be replaced with
a new and more appropriate building. The Committee thought of how to provide
support services and faculties of displacement of programs if and when they are
needed. The Committee researched the possibility of selling the existing

facility and grounds in order to purchase new property and build a new church.

The Committee's efforts have been to provide accurate information from which to
make decisions about the church edifice, the pre-school building and the church
grounds.

Saint Peter's can meet the objective of providing an adequate facility for
its parishioners, by upgrading existing facility and adding new space. The
flexibility of the church family is pivotal to making our future space useable.

A solution may be renovating the existing facility in order to extend the
useful life of Saint Peter's. However, this may not be satisfactory for the long-
term. The potential increases in parishioners probably requires a greater degree
of flexibility to accommodate a larger population. The existing facility is having
difficulty meeting the needs of the Parish.

Since the inception of Saint Peter’s, and the construction of the church,
inradequate finances have been paramount. Throughout its history, financially
speaking, many years have been viewed as “lean to meager” (at best). Cookie
and cake sales, pancake and ice cream socials, special dinners, sales of
specialized items, other church socials, as well as individual contributions have
barely met the congregation’s needs. In order for Saint Peter's to meet its short
and long term goals, our financial situation will need to be dramatically improved.
Inndvative ideas are needed to raise the funds necessary to meet the projected
master plan. The Stewardship Committee is working on ways to increase
membership. The Fund Raising Committee has a daunting task determining
how to increase “contributions”.

The need for an ongoing review and development of contingency plans
while construction is in progress is going to become an issue. This factor is often
times left out in planning a project.

For an additional $1,000.00 the women’s Guild (pre
ECW) renovated and furnished the brick building known as the “Dean Hatch”
property. That dwelling was used as the Rector's residence until the mid 1980's.
The Rectory Pre-School was established in the building in 1987 or 1988.

Some of the original construction is still evident as one enters the
Sanctuary including, the stained glass windows (refurbished in 2002}, the rebuilt
steeple (following the fire of 1965), as well as the arches and ornate columns. In
1889, a piatform was built in the Sunday school room (Parish hall). In 1891, ata
cost of $500, the south transept was arranged to house a pipe organ.. In 1911,
the church was enlarged to include a Guild room, kitchen tonet and study, ata

- cost of $1.000.

In 1942 it was decided that preservatlen ef the buuldmg was a commumty _
concern, from a historical perspective. Major repairs to the outside of the .
building commenced in the fall of 1943. Three sides of the building, the West,

In 1965, an explosion in a building to the north of the church blew out the
stained glass windows on that side. The windows were replaced with copies of

the originals.
Now at 140 years of age, the building is in need of another renovation.

The work will cause the structure to better comply with the Fire, Life and Safety
standards. It will also allow for the retention / protection of a number of original

artifacis.

Portions of the historical information were taken from “St. Peter’s, The
First Hundred Years 1863-1963" and “The Architecture of Carson City Nevada™ a
National Park Services publication.

Mission Statement of Expansion Commitiee:

The Expansion Committee seeks to objectively determine the facility needs of
Saint Peter's community.

The information gathered will assist in developing concepts and needs for:

» Renovation of the existing facility.

» Develop short and iong term projects for the ongoing use.

> For the direction of Saint Peter's future given projected population
increases.

A number of working assumptions need to be made regarding the
methods for meeting operational, service and program needs of the
congregation. Once the short and long-term missions have been defined, the
projects to achieve those goals will also have to be developed and approved by
the vestry and congregation.

Goals

The primary goal is to facilitate the ongoing functions of Saint Peter’s in
meeting the needs of the congregation, as well as the larger community of
Carson City. The building remodeling, as well as any new construction, should
serve to remind us all of our life of service, motivation toward a spiritual
fellowship and a life devoted to the Lord.

Since 1999 the average pledge amount has remained fairly stable at
about $1,200.00 per unit. This is a concern that the Stewardship Commitiee may
need to address when evaluating the decline in the numbers in all areas. The
report may need to include:

v Why a reduction in number of parishioners has occurred?
¥v" What demographic group(s) represent the decline?
v Which groups are supporting Saint Peter's?

o Pledging

o Volunteering

Churches depend on the pledge system to develop budgets. Saint
Peter’s is not immune to the raises in the cost of living. Therefore we will require
increased financial resources to accommodate the normal operating expensas.
Renovation upgrades will be an added burden. Should Saint Peter’s follow
through with new the construction being recommended, the operating budget will
be substantially increased owing to operating a larger facility.

The Stewardship Committee needs to know exactly where the current
pledge units are coming from in order fo allocate their resources without
alienating any of the congregation. The operation of a church is an expensive
endeavor Saint Peter's is no exception.

People attend church services for a variety of reasons. These tend to
contribute towards their level of involvement (See Attachment E}. Some may be
church shopping, simply looking for a place in which to worship. They may not
feel the need to involve themselves from the financial standpoint, until a bonding
has taken place. As time goes by people coming to a church, develop a need to
be part of the community, making them true members of the church. With their
involvement in the church community, they will better understand the need to
contribute to their church. They will naturally begin donating their time to a
variety of church needs, as well as volunteering their individual expertise. All
individuals are able to attach through one or more of the church's activities.
Eventually, they grow to contributing financially as well.

An interesting point is that about 30% of any congregation make up the
most, if not all, of the of their church’s finances. About 1/3 of them pay the lion's
share. Attachment E addresses the level of involvement of individuals in a
church community in greater detail. This chart may assist us to direct our
resources, by better identifying the developmental stages of the individuals
worshiping in our church environment.

Belonging to a church is more than going to services on Sunday. A higher
degree of participation on the part of parishioners may be required. As Saint
Peter's grows, the need to have more functions directed at all demographics in
the church population will help show the community our singleness of purpose.
Everyone wants and needs to feel welcomed and invited at all functions and
uses of the facilittes. Changes to the existing facility and any new facility cannot
be seen as exclusive property of one group or service, but as belonging to
everyone.

This is a high pnonty
item, which reqwres immediate attention.

Architectural Phase

This is a program to assist Saint Peter’s in the implementation of the
designing a new facility and plan for the renaovation of the existing structure. This
has been made with the philosophy, mission statement, and the goals of Saint
Peter's in mind. We have attempted to meet the objectives through study of
population needs, adjacency needs, spatial requirements, as well as fiscal
constraints.

During the Y2K Annual Parish Meeting, a majority of the participants
indicated a need or desire for the construction of a new multi-use facility.
Therein lies the reason for an expansion committee. Some of the expressed
concerns about expanding the plant.

< Do we need our own facility?
o Can we share facilities with another congregation?
< Can’t we just have more services in the existing building?
% Fear of expanding to fast
+ Should we move to another location?
% Should the church body break up and start a new church elsewhere?
% Caution against too much outreach vs. taking care of ourselves

The concerns raised by those questions may be answered by:

Why The Need For New Construction?:

4+ Church functions:

o Limited by the inadequate facilities of the parish hall, and library.

o No main meeting room to handle the current numbers.

= No accounting for Carson City projected population growth,
(projected to reach nearly 75,000).

% Inadequate seating arrangements,
% Acoustics creates prablems for quality meetings.
% Facility is inadequate for large weddings, funerals or memorial services.
% The Parish hall is inadequate to accommodate large groups comfortably.

There is also the “Build it and they shall come” that could increase the
size of the congregation. Parishioner numbers can be adequately handled in
existing facility at the 8:00 and 11:00 services; however, the 9:30 am service can
at times fill up the church to overflowing. The possibility of the 8:00 am and
11:00 am services joining would fill up the existing facility or allow use in a new

multi-purpose room.

The committee has considered three concepts for the future of St. Peter’s,
with a recommendation following each. Hopefully these will assist the Vestry in
presenting its vision for the future of Saint Peter’s to the congregation.

Concept A:
> Sale of existing facility and grounds, purchase new property and build

total new church facility.

This concept is not seen as being feasible for Saint Peter's. The grounds
encompass one entire City block, which has been designated as part of the
Historical District in Carson City. The sale of the existing facility and grounds
may bring a substantial amount of money, but is offset by the considerable sums
of money needed to purchase new property and construct a new church facility
and ancillary buildings. This combined with the cost of continuing services and
programs during construction darken this idea. We are presently experiencing
financiai difficulty meeting the needs of the existing facility. The purchase of new
property and total new construction seems prohibitive. As an aside, Saint
Peter's Carson City, is actually owned by the Diocese of Nevada. The
introduction of that other entity could pose a problem to St. Peter's.

Concept B:
» Demolish all buildings currently occupying the property and construct

brand new plant.

Demolition is costly. Combine that with the cost of new construction and
the displacement of existing services, programs and staff and this option
appears to be dead on arrival. There would be a need to develop plans and
budget for displacement of the services and programs currently in the existing
facility. As noted in Concept A: the church facility has been designated as an
historic building, which could create a great deal of consternation among the
“Histarical Community” should we raze all existing buildings. The congregation
may also not want to demolish the existing sanctuary.

Concept C:
» Continued use of existing facility with new construction.

v Upgrade the existing facility.
o Bring substandard systems up to code
v" Caonstruct a multi-purpose facility to accommodate future needs.

This seems to be the most appropriate and palatable concept. The 140
year old building would continue to house the congregation. The sanctuary and
systems would be updated to meet codes, while retaining that ‘old time religious
feeling’ that the congregation has become accustomed to.

This could include razing the rectory in order to accommodate the
construction of a multi-purpose building. The new facility could house the

Secretarial space:

Large enough to accommodate the necessary functions involved in an
office setting: desk, secure file cabinets, storage area, shelving, console with
networked computer system with printer, copy / fax machines and updated
phone system. Designated seating area fo accommodate six or more people.
Security system for control of access into the administrative services area.

Treasurer's office;

Enough space to accommodate necessary functions involved in an office
setting: desk, secure file cabinet, networked computer and console with attached
printer, update phone system.

Multi-function facility:

The current Sanctuary space is inadequate to accommodate the existing
congregation. |t is capable of meeting the needs of the 8:00 and 11:00 am
services, but the 9:30 service often has it full to overflowing. When the
congregation comes together for a singular worship service we exceed the ability
of the facility to handte all of us uncomfortably. When this occurs we also
exceed the legal capacity of the building with regard to fire code.

The existing parish hall is not large enough to meet the social needs of
the congregation or other large groups. In the past, when there were functions
for the congregation, there needed to be a number of settings to accommodate
those numbers. This is not conducive to bridging the gap that is perceived to
exist within the Saint Peter's community.

The church itself is outdated and was not designed with proper acoustics
for many of the functions that are being held in it. Attempts to utilize newer
technologies in the sanctuary result in intrusions that detract from the ambiance.
This causes further divisions between the services of the congregation.

The kitchen area of the main building is not adequate to accommodate
the preparation and presentation of foods for large groups. Many of the church
functions revolve around social gatherings that include food. The design of the
kitchen is inadequate to handle the equipment needed for the preparation of the
larger amount of food.

The Parish hall is inadequate to handle number of parishioners who want
to attend the social functions we have been putting on. This forces the groups to
seek the use of other facilities or to use the Parish hall in shifts or exceed fire -
code. None of these options are not conducive to the attempts at bonding the
various groups and building a stronger community within Saint Peter’s.
